
THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF GREATER NAPANEE
BY-LAW NO. 2014-0062

A by-law to amend By-law No. 2014-0032 (Being a Parking
By-law)

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Greater Napanee adopted
By-law No. 2014-0032 on June 24, 2014;

AND WHEREAS By-law No. 2014-0032 requires the following amendments:
(i) To the Set Fine Schedules to meet the requirements of the Regional Senior

Justice; and
(ii) To Section 47 to correct two typographical errors.

AND WHEREAS Council deems it expedient to amend By-law No. 2014-0032;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Town of Greater Napanee enacts as follows:

1. That Section 47 of By-law No. 2014-0032 be amended by deleting the said Section
47 and replacing it with the following:

47. Upon failure to either make payment in accordance with paragraph 44 of this by
law or deliver the notice in accordance with paragraph 46 of this by-law within
the time prescribed, a person shall become liable to be convicted pursuant to
Part II of the Provincial Offences Act or, at the option of the municipality, liable
for prosecution pursuant to Part Ill of the Provincial Offences Act.

2. That Schedule 10 be amended by deleting said Schedule 10 and replacing it with
the following Schedule 10:
